On 7th May this year, Jean Vanier died in Paris.  He was a well-known companion to people

compassionate being, embraces the ones whose ability is marked by different bodies, different 

brains, than those found in the norm. Vanier reminds us that human beings are not loved for 

their status in society or ability to achieve: human beings desire love, because we simply are   

all made in the image and likeness of God.
